After Rescue From A
German Prison Camp

. Longview — Sergeant George
Senter. who marched 65 miles 1n
three days when he was taken
'prisoner by the Germans, didn’t
find travel opportunities much
better as he hitch-hiked from
' Fort Sheridan last Friday morn-
'ing to walk into his parents’
restaurant in Longview to ‘‘give
them the surprise of their life,”’

Sergeant Senter was rescued
from the Nazi camp at Krustin
on January 31. His parents, Mr.
and Mrs. Harry Senter, knew
that he had arrived in the Unit-
ed States and had heard Tues-
day that he was leaving Fort
Sheridan at noon that day.

““I lost my billfold containing

ed Friday. ''lI stayed at the
camp a couple of days and it
didn’t show up, so I hitched a
ride and came iInto Longview
this morning on a baking truck.”’

What the husky veteran didn’t
know was that word had arrived
from Fort Sheridan indicating
that a taxi cab driver had found
the billfold and had returned it
Iintacl: to the soldier’s headquar-
ters. When his parents told him
this, Senter prepared for a trip
to Chicago to recover the lost
money.

Captured by the Nazis near
Lyons, France, last Sept. 1, Ser-
geant Senter was first taken to
Stalag 12-A near Limberg and
later to the camp at Krustin,
where he was liberated by the
Russians.
| “Iwasona tank destroyer,”
he said, ‘‘and was the only one
of our crew taken prisoner. The
others got back and I guess one
of them later wrote the folks
that I had been captured.”

““We weren’t treated too badly

Mrs.-| the first few days, and only a

few of us were questioned. The
food began to get worse, though,
and it wasn’t long before we
didn’t know what we were eat-

ing.”’
Senter reported that everybody

lice, A dysentary epidemic also
arose, but voluntary isolation by
the prisoners kept most of them
from being attacked.

““We lived off the fat of the
land after the Russians came,”’
the Longview soldier said, ‘‘but
some of our men didn’t get to
enjoy that good food. You see,
the Russians didn’t recognize us
at once, and some of our boys
were killed.”’

The Americans were taken to
Poland and then sent back to
the United States.

Sergeant Senter says that he
i1s in good shape, after a strict
reconditioning campaign he has
undergone since his rescue from
the Nazi terrors. He will spend
21 days at home and then go to
Miami, Fla., for reassignment.

"I may be sent back to com-
bat,”” he said, ‘‘but I'm sure it
won’t be in the KEuropean the-
atre, It looks like the war is all

over—over there.”’

Hew Bond Film
Features Talks
By U. S. Leaders

WASHINGTON, D. C.—The War
Finance Division of the U, S. Treas-
ury has recentl?* released a dra-
matic film, entitled ‘““Mr. and Mrs.
America," stressing the importance
of War Bond ownership.

Early hig hhiht of the film Is a
brief add:ess President Roose-
velt who points nut that 85,000,000
Americans have already invested
billions of dollars in Bonds.

‘““Never before,”" states the Presi-
dent, ‘‘have so many people held
such a direct share in a great na-
tional effort. To save—to buy and
to hold all we can of War Bonds—
this is a small service to ask of us
who do not fight. Yet it is one of the
biggest thmgs we can do for our
fighting men.

Following the President’s speech,
there is a series of quick cuts of
battle action, followed by scenes
of first aid, surgery, nursing, con-
valescence.

“Your War Bond has two sides,”

| says a narrator, ‘‘One side fights the

war, the other wins the peace .
your own personal peace."

Philip Murray, President of the
C.1.0., declares:

‘““The great Payroll Savings plan
was introduced as a wartime meas-
ure to help finance the war and
combat inflation. Few of us realized
when it was first introduced that it
also was a powerful instrument for
winning the peace.
gram of regular savings . . . men
and women of America have an un-
precedented opportunity to insure
themselves ot a substantial measure
of security.”’

Next, William Green, President
of the A.F.L., states:

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We Owe Us

There is a five-year-old epigram
that runs like this: ‘“Who cares any-
thing about the national debt? We
only owe it to ourselv. 3."” It implies
that we are sure to be very easy
with ourselves on collection day, but
a lot depends on whether we can
afford to be lenient. We owe our-
selves a lot of money and we never
will be able to collect even the in-
terest on it unless we work hard
and pay our taxes.

The debts we owe ourselves are
genuine debts, and bigger than most
of us realize. I know some people
who owe themselves new cars, or
new tires for their old cars. Since
they can’t buy these items, they
are spending their money for other
things things to enjoy now.
Have you heard ‘about the errand
boy who needed shoes but had no
stamp, so he spent $6 for theatre
tickets?

Tinkling Cvmbals

Fasy money that rattles in our
pockets because there is nothing to
buy is not prosperity. Actually it
1S bogus money. We must never
forget that prosperity is born of
work. If higher income can’'t help
me live better, my improved income
is phony. America is bleeding in
war and suffering in want this very
day. Our needs are no less real be-
cause certain items have been taken
off the market.

National income figures for the
United States illustrate the point per-
fectly. On paper, national income
was 135 billion dollars in 1943, break-
ing all records, but much of the
money our people received was
‘“‘stage money."” It wouldn’t spend.
Actually we Americans received 20
billion dollars less take-home money
in 1943 than we did in 1929, call it
150 million dollars a day less. Add
nine 0's to each of the figures in the
following table, making them bil-
lions:

Figures in billions 1929 1943 Short
National Income $81 $135
Government Deficit none 56
Federal Taxes 3 21
N N ws e e st ns 78 $58 $20

The average 1944 wage is more
cents per hour; the average salary
is more dollars per month; our na-
tional income is more billions per
year than in any previous boom,
but we are in debt. It is plain from
the figures that when the debt is
subtracted from what we call our
national income it is by no means
large. The debt must be paid in
money that represents constructive
work, doing and making useful
things for better living.

A Homely Story

On the morning of November 12,
1918, so the story goes, a dusky
soldier in a U.S. labor battalion
overslept two or three bugle calls
and was waked at last by his ser-
geant gruffly ordering him to rise.

“Y'all kan't boss me roun’ no
mo,"”" he said, half asleep. ‘Dis
wah am ovah.
