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The Business of the School

During the past ten years the enrollment in our schools and colleges
throughout the United States has increased nearly two-fold and in many
instances more than two-fold. The World War showed to the youth of the
nation the practical value of an education. Since then our high schools
and colleges have been overflowing. All over this great country, building
programs have been carried on to take care of the demand for training on
the part of boys and girls.

What is the business of the school? Is it the function of the school to
give to boys and girls a training that will increase their earning capacity?
A study made recently revealed the fact that every day spent in the public
school is worth dollars and cents to the boy and girl, but is that the primary
function. of the school? If American Democracy is to triumph it can only
do so through a responsibile citizenship. Consequently the first purpose
of the public school is to help boys and girls to be good men and women. It
is the business of the school to inculcate into the vouth that it serves ideals
of citizenship and service.

We are facing today a spirit of lawlessness, that has grown through-out
the country, which is responsible for the spread of crime and delinquency.
At the bottom of this spirit of lawlessness is a lack of reverence for the
ideals and principles of true manhood and womanhood. How can we prevent
crime and lawlessness? There is only one answered—Dby character forma-
tion. Character has been defined as “Life dominated by principles.” It is
fife, it is activity which determines our worthiness in the human realm. It
is life dominated by principles, completely and knowingly mastered by ad-
justing them to standards of action, to ideals which we have accepted as our
own. As those standards are good and directive of life, the character will
be good; as those standards are bad and directive of subsequent actions, the
character will be bad. It is the business of the school to furnish standards
that are actuated by principles which are beautiful and noble and good. It
is the business of the school to instill into the future citizen that spirit of
reverence which will result in high civic ideals. In a recent address made
by the President of the United States, he said, “The mind does not unfold, the
creative faculty does not mature, the spirit does not expand save under the
influence of reverence. It is the chief motive of obedience. It is only by
a correct attitude of mind begun early in youth and carried through to matur-
ity to be secured. It is along the path of reverence and obedience that the
race has reached the good freedom of self government, of a higher morality,
and a more abundant spiritual life.”

The home must hold fast to its sacred traditions and the community
must hold out to its youth examples of civic virtue which will be an in-
centive to them in the habit formation period of their lives. If the atmos-
phere of a community is healthy and health-giving then our young folks
will give up strong in the principles of right living, and actually active in
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right living. But if this atmosphere be tainted, then the lives and habits
of the youth who dwell in it are apt to be tainted. So while it is the business
of the school to be the surveyor of sound doctrine and ennabling ambitions,
the community and the home must support the school in the service it is
endeavoring to render. ,

Homer Community High School is serving its community in training
its youth in habits and actions which will befit them to become worth while
men and women. Our school is handicapped by having inidequate quarters
and equipment but through the splendid cooperation of the student body
and the tireless endeavor of the teachers these handicaps have not prevented
achievement in those things which ccunt for most. This year a senior class
is being graduated who for four years have worked diligently under these
handicaps and are leaving H. C. H. S. young men and women whom the

community is .proud to call their own.

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The Feud

There lived in the vicinity of the mountain known as
Homer Hi, two tribes, the J's and S’s. For a number
of years a rivalry had existed between the two tribes, hav-
ing been handed down from generation to generation.
