With the addition to the Commercial Department of an A.B. Dick Mimeo-
graph this year, it was decided to publish a school newspaper. The princi-
pal appointed a newspaper committee composed of Mrs. MclIntosh, Miss
Ottman, Miss Crossland, and the president of each class. This committee
selected and appointed the staff for the first semester.

The staff offered a prize of a free subscription for the year to the pupil
who suggested the best name for the paper. The name receiving the largest
number of votes was “The Bird's Eye,” suggested by Carl Coddington.

Many difficulties were encountered at the beginning of the venture, be-
cause a stencil was to these staff members an article heretofore never seen
seen. Knowledge of how to cut a stencil and to operate the mimeograph
had to be acquired. They worked hard, however, and the paper was never
late in its appearance.

The price of the paper was fifty cents a year. In addition to the pupils
in high school who subscribed for the paper, there were a number of people
in the town who subscribed. The paper was regularly exchanged for several
high school newspapers of other schools.

At the close of the first semester, the Advanced Typing Class assumed
all responsibility for the paper and a staff was elected within the class. All
stencil cutting and mimeographing was done by the class.

The paper has been published every two weeks during the school year.
This is the first paper since 1927.

At the beginning of the school year a meeting was held for all the girls

interested in music. The girls responded nobly, and a short time later organ-
ized their Glee Club. They elected Janet Ross as their president, Georgia
Hardin as secretary-treasurer and Vona Rodgers as accompanist.

The first thing everyone had to do was to try out her voice by singing
“do-mi-sol-do.” After this ordeal the class was divided into two sections. One
section meets Monday and Wednesday, the third period, and the other dur-
ing the fourth period on Monday and Friday.

The Girls’ Chorus appeared at the Armistice Day program, at the Pow-
Wow, and at the Methodist Church. Sixteen of the girls will compete in the
Ocoee Contest to be held in Sidney on April 18.

The Odysseyan Chorus won first place this year in the Iliadian-Odysseyan
Literary Contest while the Iliadian Chorus won first place in the contest
which was held last year.

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In September, 1929, a call was made for boys—with or without voices.
The response was good and the B oys’ Glee Club was organized. The Glee

Club meets every Tuesday and Thursday during the fourth period in the
music room.

The boys have worked hard this yvear and have made considerable
progress. They opened the program at the Iliadian- Odysseyan Contest with
“London Town” by Earl Mitchell. Several of the boys participated in vocal
solos in the Contest.

With the material we have on hand and possibly a few new recruits,
we should have a pretty good Boys’ Glee Club by next year,
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Odysseyan Society

The Odysseyan Society was named for Homer’s famous poem, “The

Odyssey,” in which the wanderings and adventures of Ulysses are recorded.

The adventures of the Odysseyans in the literary field have been fam-
ous—more famous, perhaps, than their adventures in athletics.

On April 5, 1929, the first Iliadian-Odysseyan Literary Contest was held
in the high school gymnasium. The contestants were well prepared and
worked hard for the places they received. The final score was 30 to 48, in
favor of the Odysseyans.
