In the fall of 1928 about sixty-two very adventurous youths were banded together into
the famous Iliadian Society. They elected as their spokesman, Don Myers, who always ruled
with an iron hand. Purple and gold were the colors selected for their banner and the fa-
mous words of Ulysses, “To strive, to seck, to find and not to yield” for their motto. They
held their regular weekly meetings in the gym or in the assembly of the H. C. H. S.

Plans were soon made to stage combat with another famous high school group, the
Odysseyan Society. The Iliadians boasted of heauty, muscular strength, and literary talent.
No one could excel Pauline Rodgers as a saxaphone player or John Wood as a whistler.

The first clash came hetween the boys and the girls of each society in basketball games.
Each team portrayed plenty of the “fighting spirit” and in the finals the Iliadian boys and
girls were proclaimed the victors. The Odysseyans were not willing to yield easily, and
another game was played between the boys of the two groups. The Iliadians were again
victorious. :

Plans were then made for literary events. Early in March the rivals met on the stage
of the H. C. H. S., before a large group of the local townspeople. At this time the Odys-
seyans pushed themselves into the limelight and carried away the trophy.

The following year new leaders were chosen and the contests began again. In the
Second Annual Iliadian-Odysseyan Contest ecach group held its own. The score was a tie of
60-60. It was very difficult to decide what should be done with the reward. The officials
suggested that the society claiming the most first places should receive the cup. This seemed
hardly fair because the Odysseyans held six first places and the Iliadians seven. The cup
was not given to either society, but it was placed in the Iliadian trophy case.

The rival societies are quite evenly matched, and the Tliadians are working hard to win
the Third Annual Contest.

ODYSSEYAN SOCIETY

The Odysseyan and Tliadian Societies were organized at the same time. The Odysseyans
felt that the followers of Ulysses were not ahead of them for they too had some very excit-
ing adventures. They elected as their first leader one of the dignified Seniors, Frances
Crane. The society met each week either in the assembly or in the gym. Elmer Snyder
was always ready to please the society with a tune on his harmonica, Carl Coddington, to
amuse them with his “bones,” and Robert Johnson to inspire, with selections on the piano.
Green and white were chosen for their colors, and “Let Homer be our Guide,” for their
motto.

Hallowe’en and Backward parties were the big social events of the year. The latter party
was not carried out according to Hoyle because the members were too bhackward, and refused
to be anything but forward.

Their rivals, the Tliadians, proved themselves their betters in athletics, the first year.
However, the Odysseyans showed their mental strength by winning the First Annual Iliadian-
Odysseyan Contest by a score of 50-48. This contest was held on the stage in the H. C. H. S.
gymnasium, which was beautifully festooned with the society colors. The west half was
decorated with green and white for the Odysseyans, and the east half with purple and gold
for the Iliadians. The Odysseyans were presented a silver loving cup which was beautifully
engraved, and they are proudly displaying it in their trophy case. The following year the
Homerian gave a small cup to the society obtaining the most subscribers to the Homerian.
This cup went to the Odysseyans.

This year more inter-society ball games were staged. The Odysseyans had a change in
fortune for they were triumphant in both games played. Some think the good luck was due
to Roy Carter, who succeeded in finding another rabbit’s foot. ;

The Odysseyans still have plenty of room in their trophy case, and they are puttmg
forth every effort to win the 1931 Annual Contest.

Their mother, a Spanish Christian,
had been taken captive by Mohamed, but had died soon after the birth of her
daughters. T'he Princesses were kept by Kadiga, once a Spanish Christian, but
now a zealous Mohamedan, in the strictest confinement until their eighteenth
birthday.

When the story opens, the slave girls are celebrating the birthday of the
Princesses for on this day the King is to take them to his own palace. After their
removal to the palace they pine with love for three cavaliers, captives of Mohamed
whom they had accidentally met in their own “little garden”. Zayda is enamored
of the Red Cavalier, Zoradya the Green Cavalier, and Zorahayda the Blue
Cavalier.

Fortunately the cavaliers as slaves are unexpectedly brought to the King’s
palace where they renew the courtship, secretly, by many serenades.

At last the princesses plan to escape with the cavaliers. Kadiga and Hussein
Baba having made a match of it, are going with them. When evening comes,
everything goes off smoothly until the third princess, conscience-stricken at the
thought of leaving her father, refuses to go. Her lover pleads in vain and at
last is forced to leave with the others.

The lovers do not succeed in making good their escape. Captured by the
King’s guard, they are taken back to the castle. The King, aroused by the con-
fusion comes to the courtyard. I'lattered by Kadiga and his daughters, he not
only consents but insists upon their marriage to the Spaniards.

The costumes were made, under the direction of Miss Zehner, by the mem-
bers of the P. T. A., sewing class, and the cast. The princesses had quite a time
making their royel garments, Zayda and Zorayda spending several hours collecting
jewelry for the adornment of their costumes.

Despite the snowstorm, the attendance was good and everyone apparently
enjoyed the operetta.
