THE STUDENT COUNCIL

On February 10, 1938, an election was held
in the history room to elect a president for the
new orgenization--the Homer High School Student
Council. The election was conducted on the basis
and according to the rules of a political elec-
tion, Milton Hunter gerved as judge with Eileen
Bryant and Margaret kadigan as clerks.lr.Wrigley
officiallwy opened and closed the polls.

The candidates for this office were Marsha
Wrigley, Willard Kizer, and Dolorus Tingley. The
latter was chosen by a majority vote.

The eighth hour the following day was used
for the purposs of selecting members for the new
council., Seniors and Juniors were each allowed
three,while the Sophomores and Freshmen were en-
titled to two each. The Seniors are represented
by Willard Kizer,Margaret Nadigen, and Mary Tibb
etts.The Juniors named Betty Morrison, Christine
Wiese, and Mason Petty as their representatlves.
The Sophomores proved themselves wise by select-
ing Everett Block and Marianna Kilian for wubheir
members., The Freshmen, not to be outdone in any
wey,chose Donald Strohl and Betty June Temnle as
their counselors.

According to its governing constitution,one
faculty sponsor is elected by that body in addi-
tion to the principal's ex-officio capacity.Mrs.
Brown was selected as the one for this position.

As its first and foremost project this year
the council acted on what +they thought would be
the wisest expenditure of all the funds realized
from the carnival.After considering the possibil
jties of several worthwhile purchases, a public-
address system and a radio with an electric turn
table was approved. This purchase marks the be
ginning of a program which calls for acquirement
of a motion picture machine with sound attach-—
ments, which will undoubtedly be appreciated by
school and community alike.

With its aim of generally promoting student
welfare and ectivities,this new organization has
scarcely yet had time or an opportunity to prove
its actual worth, but great things are expected
from it in the future.
