Many changes have taken place in Homer High school within the
past few years.

No longer is the greatest emphasis placed upon the
mere teaching of facts. Now, a sincere effort is being made to ac-
quaint the boys and girls with their environment and to prepare them
to live creatively in that environment.

In order to achieve this a‘m, there are now several agencies in the
high school that supplement classroom work. Some of these are social
functions such as school parties, the student council, the girls’ council,
class plays and operéttas, orchestra and glee clubs, and athletics.

There is a trend toward greater emphasis on the practical arts
subjects such as Home Economics, Commercial and Industrial Arts.
In the academic subjects, courses are now organized with the under-
lying purpose of helping students prepare for happy, useful citizen-
ship. For instance, in the Senior English class, different vocations are
studied with the hope that such a study will aid seniors in making a
wise choice of vocations. In athletics, more emphasis is being placed
on sportsmanship and right living.

Motion pictures have been added to classroom instruction. This
enables the student to clinch in his mind facts already found in text-
books and to acquire new and up-to-date information as well. Teachers
and students alike are finding this visual aid very valuable in broaden-
ing their scope of knowledge. '

The use of the radio has been introduced in the classroom, also, -
during the past year. No doubt much more wilk be done with radio in
the future, since it is now recognized as a great factor for motivating
interest in subject matter. '

Careful selection has been made of a number of new books that
have been added to the high school library this year. An attempt has
been made to interest students in reading good books and the results
have been very satisfactory. All books have been catalogued, which
has greatly facilitated the use of the library. :

Throughout the school year, a school newspaper is published
weekly. This not only serves to give students some journalistic ex-
perience but is a splendid means of keeping the public in touch with
the high school activities.

By means of these modern trends in education we hope to grad-
uate boys and girls from Homer Community High School who will
possess not only textbook knowledge, but in addition will have strong,
upright characters with the will and ability to meet and solve the
problems of our modern civilization.

On April 11, 1939, the student body elected Everett Block as head
of the Student Council for the following school term.

Different committees were formed as branches of the council.
The Recreation Committee was composed of Helen Hughes, Ruth
Lynch, Donald Strohl, and Miss Gieseking. This committee had charge
of arranging the recreation room for the use of the students during
leisure minutes and the noon hour. They provided chairs, lounges and
many games for comfort and entertainment. Drapes for the windows
were made, but they were replaced by new ones presented to the school
by the senior class.

The guidance committee, namely, Rosa Wolf, Dorothy Martin,
Peggy O’Neil, Lois Burley and Mrs. Schwabe, sponsored Book Week
and a library poster contest in which Mary Ann Bryan was the winner.
This group has also made record cards for each student in school, for
the purpose of keeping an accurate record of activities in which each
pupil has taken part.

A book especially for freshmen has been compiled by this com-
mittee. It includes study rules, library rules and classifications, and
many other facts of great value to the freshmen.

Home Ec Club

_ The Home Ec Club was formed by Miss Sanders to create friend-
ship and interest among girls who were taking Home Economics and
those who had taken it in the past and to supplement the work of the
department.

To be eligible for this club, girls had to have taken food or cloth-
ing in their high school course. All girls enrolled in Home Ec classes
were required to belong to the Home Ec Club.

The following people, with Miss Sanders as sponsor, were re-
sponsible for the club’s success: Ruth Lynch, president; Betty June
Temple, vice president; Phyllis Place, secretary; Barbara Temple,
treasurer, and Dolly Johnson, song leader. There were also three
committees to help.

The social committee was composed of Janette Hardyman, chair-
man; Barbara Wright, and Betty Shoaf.

The program committee has as its members Betty Sanford, chair-
man; Barbara Temple, and Irlas Hillery.

The constitutional committee had Peggy O’Neil as chairman with
Lola Rohrscheib and Lois Burley helping her.

The club met the second and fourth Thursday of every month. On
. the second Thursday a social meeting was held and on the fourth
Thursday a program was given.

There were thirty-five members in this club.

Library

Since the State High School Inspector suggested that we reorgan-
ize our library to conform to a definite system, Mrs. Schwabe was
placed in charge of this work. Credit was given for library work so
that the more ambitious and conscientious students would be attracted.
Definite assignments were given and the pupils were tested orally.

Daily study periods were assigned to the girls during which they
had complete charge of checking out books and magazines. Special
training was necessary so that the librarians might be quick and
efficient.

Meetings were held after school each Tuesday. At these meetings
the books and magazines were arranged, repaired, and catalogued.
The library was open for use before school, at noon, and after school.

The result of a year’s organized work was a remodeled library.
It is now very convenient and easy to use and has resulted in more
general usage by the students, Two librarians took charge of these
periods for a week at a time whenever it was convenient for them.
